The Board of Directors has made some necessary changes and will be re-activating the magnetic card security system for the main gate entrance and the front door of the Clubhouse.  As of January 1, 2010 this security system will be active.  A swipe card will be necessary to enter the gate and Clubhouse.  We currently have a list of members who have received the swipe cards and a list of who needs to come pick their cards up. Additional cards can be purchased for $10.00 and can be purchased for children 13 and older, still living within your household. 
 
When you enter the Club with your swipe card, a record is kept on a computer system.  Therefore, you will not have to sign in each time you enter the Club. YOU WILL STILL NEED TO SIGN IN YOUR GUESTS! Non-members will not be allowed to possess a swipe card and anyone caught giving their card to a non-member will be subject to disciplinary action by the Board. Your magnetic card will be deactivated at the point that you decide to leave the Club or if you are two quarters delinquent in paying dues. 
 
We are taking all measures to make our Club more secure for its members/owners. Unfortunately in the past, through the negligence of some, gates have been left open and we have had intruders during the night who have damaged Club property. This could leave us liable if anything were to happen to someone who entered the Club through an open gate or was injured or, even worse, drowned in our pool.
